Napa County Mosquito Abatement District, MAD 1
| spoke at length with Manager Wes Maffei of Napa County’s
Mosquito Abatement District last week. As the residents know, this
last season was the worst in recent memory for the summer salt |
marsh mosquitos in this area. Numbers for this species were up at |
adjoining Bay Area counties as well. Some of these mosquitos can
travel 20 miles. A 3 year drought situation plus summer high tides
caused these mosquitos to hatch in record numbers from
improbable locations such as Coon Island which in the past had |
shown no noticeable production. This unit is tidal and CDFW does
no water management at this site. CDFW is billed by both Napa |
and Marin-Sonoma MAD Districts. Typically, our bill from Napa |
MAD in the fall season is around $56K. This year it was $62K! This |
alone is more than my typical O&E budget for the entire year. | live |
on the edge of Western Sonoma County and this summer we had |
more mosquitos active than any time in recent memory.
